Dear Potential Volunteer for The Tutoring Center at the Chicago Temple,

     Thank you for your interest in volunteering with this vital organizational cooperative program. We are currently accepting applications for this tutoring program. The Tutoring Center at the Chicago Temple is unique in being the first cooperative program of its kind, with the organizations of ChildServ, Ruben Salazar Chicago Public School and the First United Methodist Church at the Chicago Temple. This tutoring program began with the children as fourth graders in the spring of 2005, and we have kept the same class as fifth graders, and now are keeping the same children again as sixth graders beginning in the 2007-2008 school year.

     The main goal of the program is for the tutor and child to build a strong relationship through which they can share a love for learning through reading. We are excited the opportunities that lie ahead for the third year of The Tutoring Center. We invite you to be part of building strong minds and bright futures for children and their families.

     The Tutoring Center at The Chicago Temple will begin in late September 2007. In partnership with the Chicago Temple and Ruben Salazar School, 6h grade students will receive weekly one-on-one tutoring that focuses on reading literacy through reading chapter books together. The program takes place on Wednesday evenings during the school year from 5-6:00pm located in the loop at the Chicago Temple, 77 W. Washington Street.

     It does take some time to go through the application process, with the application form available on line through ChildServ or Chicago Temple. (See internet addresses below.) Please return your volunteer tutoring application immediately upon completion to allow sufficient time for the first step to take place, a personal interview with Jennifer Collins, Volunteer Coordinator at ChildServ. 

     Jennifer Collins will contact you to schedule the interview upon receipt of your application. She will provide you with two additional forms; a Medical Exam Report Form and a Authorization for Background Check. Both forms must be completed prior to beginning your volunteer service.  Volunteers are required to have a Tuberculin/TB test and a criminal background check. These two requirements will be at no cost to you.  Volunteers are also required to attend a two hour tutor training in early September. Throughout the school year, volunteers are also required to stay an additional hour for further training, supervision conversations required by ChildServ as a social service agency, and a support conversation with Dr. Magrini with Chicago Temple.
