Children’s Ministries and Youth Sunday School

NURSERY INFANT AND TODDLER
CHILDCARE: This is provided in the 4th floor nursery from
8 a.m. to 12:15 p.m. every Sunday. We have a staff caregiver,
Kristen Cockshaw. Volunteers rotate to care for the infants and
toddlers. Volunteers go though background checks.

CHILDREN’S SUNDAY SCHOOL 9:30 or
10:00 a.m. start Classes are grouped as:

Preschool — main children’s wing, 4th floor (9:30 a.m. start)
Kindergarten and First grades — main children’s wing, 4th floor
Second and Third grades — room 420B, 4th floor

Fourth through sixth grades — room 416, 4th floor (9:30 a.m. start)

The curriculum is the Live B.I.G. resource. It features a 10 minutes DVD segment of drama
and music based on the Bible lesson for the day. The lesson time that follows is current,
diverse, and has a take-home flyer from the lesson.

CHILDREN’S SUNDAY MUSIC: Music is part of our program each Sunday
from 9:30-10 a.m.

Temple Youth Musicians (Kindergarten thru 3rd grades)

JUNIOR/SENIOR HIGH SUNDAY SCHOOL. Grades 7-8 meet in Pierce
Hall, room 2 for Confirmation Class once a month. Grades 7-12 meet in the 3rd floor
conference room.

ACOLYTES are students in grades 6 and up. They are an important part of worship by
lighting and extinguishing the candles. They also receive the offering for the prayer of ded-
ication. Training is in the fall.

WORSHIP Children, infants, and toddlers are always welcome in worship. Activity bags
are provided near the sanctuary entrance. There are some Sundays when the worship
includes “Time for Young Christians” which is a special message for children at the front of
the sanctuary with Dr. Magrini. Where should you sit? Come right down front! The children
can see everything that is happening much better.

SERVICE An offering is collected in Sunday school. The children decide where the
donation should be given.

ALL AGES FELLOWSHIP Each sum-
mer after the Fourth of July, there is an all-
church camping trip, usually at Warren Dunes
Park in Indiana. There have been ages from
babies to over 80 on the camping trips! This is a
wonderful time for getting to know one another
in a special way with stories, games, swimming,
and campfire songs.
